CHAMPION'S PERSPECTIVE
World Champion Konstantinos Ritzalis discusses the power of education and the
responsibility of elite athletes to inspire the next generation through clean sport.

-The AntiDop project focuses on coaches, doctors, and parents. How well-informed do you
believe these athlete support groups are today regarding doping and dietary
supplements?
-Unfortunately, information regarding both doping and anti-doping is equally widespread
today. While access to information is easier than ever, so is falling victim to
misinformation. It is a double-edged sword: the ease of access often leads to confusion,
making it difficult for support groups to distinguish between verified facts and misleading
claims.
-Konstantine, you recently climbed to the top step of the podium in what was admittedly
a very demanding competition. What was the first thought that crossed your mind at the
moment of vindication?
-I felt a deep sense of vindication for all the endless hours I poured into my daily training.
More importantly, I felt it for my family. This achievement belongs to them too, for all the
sacrifices we made together and for the long periods I had to be away from them while
chasing this goal.
-Konstantine, the Fitness Challenge (SpeedFit) is constantly gaining ground
internationally. How would you describe it to someone hearing about it for the first time,
and what is it that makes it stand out from traditional bodybuilding?
-Fitness Challenge is a globally recognized sport currently striving for Olympic recognition.
It is fundamentally different from bodybuilding; it's not about aesthetics, but about
performance. It's centered on completing repetitions within a set timeframe and the
constant drive to achieve your personal best in every single session.
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
